	Listening Device


	· A small listening device that I will place on your desk/front row (looks like a small recorder) 

· It will be switched on already. 

· This is connected wirelessly to a device that I wear which enables me to hear clearly without backgrounds noise. 

· It's not a microphone and you won't have to do anything with the device. If you can remember I would appreciate if you can stay within 2 metres of the device as otherwise I miss out on words and it affects my level of understanding. 

· The lecture room needs to be lit up and I need to see your face for lip reading.



	Note –taker


	· A note-taker will sit in the room and take notes for me.

· This is so I can take my own notes and compare mine to the note-taker’s at the end of the day to check I have all the correct info.

· I will have my note-taker in lectures, tutorials and practical.



	Tutorials


	· I find group work challenging so I will need to know how many is in a group.

· Depending on the group size I will arrange the desks in a horse shoe shape in order for me to use lip reading and my device to hear as much as I can.

· If I’m assigned to a group I need to go to a separate room as background noise of other groups makes it hard to hear.

· The listening device will go on a desk in front of the students.

· I would appreciate if the lecturer could speak close to the device.



	Practicals


	· If the group are split into pairs and the lecturer is conducting the practical, could you kindly wear the device around your neck please as from previous experience I’m aware you will move around to each lab bench. I will provide the necklace part.

· My note- taker will be present so he/she may need a lab coat and glasses also if you require this. If there is charge for this I can pay it.
